DRACULA/Character Breakdowns
DRACULA.  
Charming, sexy, virile, in his prime.  Carries a sadness about him.  Can turn himself into a wolf, that’s pretty cool.  Actor should be physically agile and fearless, and have a beautiful, resonant speaking voice.  Romanian accent by way of Britain.  Could be dark or fair-haired, but looking European is a plus.
PROFESSOR VAN HELSING.  

Probably in his 50s.  Dutch accent.  Fierce, crafty, dedicated.  Patient, but intolerant of close- mindedness.  Charming and paternal with the young women.    

JACK SEWARD.  
British, in his 30s.  Runs the Insane Asylum, and he’s a little obsessive himself.  Likes things very rational but often has emotional outbursts.  In love with Lucy and broken hearted when rebuffed by her.  And a little obsessed with Renfield. 

RENFIELD.

Inmate at the asylum.   Eats spiders and flies.  He’s somehow channeled Dracula and acts as his spy in the asylum.  But has moments of fierce remorse and begs to be taken away.  Renfield shouldn’t be completely without some threat but we shouldn’t feel like a scary maniac is loose in the room.  He should actually be a lot of fun to watch, with many surprising sides to him - sadness, remorse, intellectual superiority, a childlike side.  Could be in his 20s all the way up to 50s.  Probably British but I’m open to other possibilities.  Actors should be physically and vocally very active and bold with the role.

JONATHAN HARKER. 

A young British Soliciter.  Engaged to Mina.  Decent fellow, a little naïve.  Has a very bad shock from his encounter with Dracula and the vampire vixens, and is traumatized by that.

LUCY WESTENRA.

British, in her 20s.  Best friend of Mina and definitely the wilder of the two.  Independent, flirty, excitable, everything’s an adventure to Lucy.  She enjoys exerting her charms.  But she’s a good friend and can be very sensitive.  Bitten by Dracula, she dies and becomes the “Bloofer Lady,” a highly sexualized vampire who attacks children.

MINA MURRAY.

British, in her 20s.  Smart, independent in a low key but determined way.  She may be trying to fit herself into conventional society but she’s not really conventional by nature.  She is not only bit by Dracula but in what is basically a love scene, he makes her drink his blood from a cut in his chest.

BUTTERWORTH.

Asylum attendant.  Cockney.  Good humored fellow.

MAID.

Works at the Asylum.  Bit of tough cookie.  Has a nice flirty scene with Butterworth.

VAMPIRE VIXENS.

Exactly what they sound like.  Dance ability would be good, must be able to move and slither and climb up Jonathan Harker’s legs and body.  Three very different types.
